· Pupils will need to present their projects to the class in the form of a short talk. Pupils should be able to speak confidently for 3-5 minutes (5 mins max). Please note, these presentations will form the basis of the pupils’ baseline oracy assessment, so we are looking for pupils to ‘talk’, not ‘read’ their presentations.  
· All projects need to be handed into class teachers by Friday 12th September. Every pupil handing in a project by the deadline will receive 20 House Points.  As this will be one of the first pieces of work the teachers will receive, pupils will need to try and ensure it is their best work please.
We hope you have a safe and enjoyable Summer and would like to take this opportunity to thank you for all the help and support you have shown us over the year, as ever it is much appreciated.
