The school week.

Reading and Homework

This week, your child will bring a reading book home. It is important that they continue to read to an adult and discuss the story. When your child has finished their reading book they can return it to school in the plastic wallet (on any day) and I will do my best to change it as quickly as I can. Please also encourage your child to continue reading and enjoying other books at home too. Your child will bring home their personal log in for HWB, Mathletics, Purple Mash and Oxford Reading Buddy this week. They will also be given a log in to ‘TT rockstars’ in the next few weeks which is a fun way to practise the times tables.  
Half Term Topic
Our new topic will be ‘Castles.’ We have started the topic by looking at Castell Coch and Cardiff Castle. The children looked at pictures and made some fabulous paintings for the classroom walls. Many of our literacy sessions will be taught through the topic castles and as some examples we will be looking at the life of a knight and writing a dairy entry as well as looking at the different roles that people had in a castle. We will be doing art, music and design technology through the topic. In Welsh we will be looking at the topic of the weather and learning to describe and talk about the weather. In maths, we will be learning about place value, addition, shape and data handling. 
We will be using google classroom and if your child has photos of themselves at a castle, a picture that they have drawn about a castle, some fun facts about castles or anything linked to the topic they can post it there. If your child does any extra topic activities, they are also welcome to post on our class stream on google classroom on HWB. I will put a welcome message so you can check that you are in the correct place.
